FROM THE PSYCHOLOGY DEPARTMENT… 
Captain Colin Morris of the Child Protection and Sexual offences Unit came and spoke to certain grades in the 
high school recently.  

Including in his thought provoking talk was advice on how to ensure personal security and privacy with all the 
technological advances. The FBI also has a wonderful site: 

http://www.fbi.gov/publications/pguide/pguidee.htm which includes frequently asked questions and may be 
of interest. 

The following tips (taken from an article by Kim Buettner, originally posted on “Teen growth” suggests the 
following tips to keep saf(er). 

 Protect Your Identity. Don’t post anything that would enable a stranger to locate you. This includes 
information such as your last name, your school name, places where you hang out, etc.  

 Protect your info. If you use a blog service like MySpace.com make sure you can control who visits 
your profile or blog. Only allow those people whom you trust 

 Password protected. To ensure the safety of passwords, never provide your password to anyone  

 Photos are cool, but think before you post. Whatever you decide to post on the Internet is 
downloadable by anyone and can be passed around forever. You never know who might take your 
picture and digitally alter it and post it on hundreds of other sites. Avoid posting sexually suggestive 
photos.

through a blog. If for some reason you decide to ignore this piece of advice, make sure you set up a 
meeting in a public place, bring some friends along and tell a trusted adult where you’re going and 
what you’re doing  

 Be safe in chat rooms. If you go into a chat room, use a name that is gender neutral, such as Sam or 
Pat. By doing this you are less likely to receive pornographic material or other forms of harassment.  

Dr. Leigh Baker, author of Protecting Your Children From Sexual Predators” advises that in order to ensure 
that your child's experience on the Internet is a safe one, parents need to check their child's website activity 
and email. “Even for teens, who might think of this as an invasion of privacy, parents need to talk openly to 
them about their Internet use. Older teens are actually more likely to get into trouble than younger children, 
because they are more apt to explore the out-of-the-way nooks and crannies of cyberspace and reach out to 
people outside of their immediate peer group. 

If you decide to use software that will block or restrict your child's access to certain websites, discuss this 
decision with your child so that he or she will understand why it is necessary”.

Supervise Computer UseΥ YŜŜǇ ȅƻǳǊ ŎƘƛƭŘΩǎ ŎƻƳǇǳǘŜǊ ƛƴ ŀƴ ƻǇŜƴ ŀǊŜŀ ƻŦ ȅƻǳǊ ƘƻƳŜ ŀƴŘ ōŜ ŀǿŀǊŜ ƻŦ 
other computers and other devices children may be using outside of the home. Placing the computer 
in an area, such as the kitchen or family room, gives parents the ability to supervise a child’s online 
navigation. Pay attention to other computer and Internet-enabled mobile devices children are using.  

2. Act Like the Child: Search blog sites children visit to see what information they are posting. To 
ensure that children are not engaging in risky online behaviour, we recommend that parents do a 
simple online search. Parents can type in their child’s name, nickname, school, hobbies, grade, or 
residence to determine information availability. Supervise blogs 

3. Limit and monitor the amount of time your child spends on the Internet, and at what times of day. 
Excessive time online, especially at night, may indicate a problem. Remind your child that Internet use 
is a privilege, not a right.  

4. Yƴƻǿ ȅƻǳǊ ƪƛŘǎΩ ƻƴƭƛƴŜ ŀŎǘƛǾƛǘƛŜǎ ŀƴŘ ŦǊƛŜƴŘǎΦ Regularly ask your kids about their online friends and 
activities. Role-play with your child the various dangerous scenarios they could encounter online. 

5. Establish online rules and an agreement with your child about Internet use at home and outside of 
the home (i.e., at a friend's house, at school, at the library, etc).  

6. Virtual Parenting: Set-ǳǇ ǘƘŜ ŦŀƳƛƭȅΩǎ LƴǘŜǊƴŜǘ ǎŜǊǾƛŎŜ ŀŎŎƻǳƴǘǎΦ Parents should take an active role in 
setting up Internet service accounts, including any online community services children may join. 
Parents should regularly monitor accounts to supervise online friends, chat areas and blogs. It is safest 
to block all chat rooms and limit instant messaging to a parent-approved buddy list.
