SOME VALUABLE INFORMATION
REGARDING THE ONSET OF
AUTUMN/WINTER AND THE FLU!

The influenza season is fast approaching. It is
anticipated that seasonal influenza A and
pandemic influenza A HIN1 (swine flu) will both
cause significant illness this year.

The National Advisory Group on immunisation for
S.A. has therefore recommended that the
following persons should be immunised against
influenza;

1. Pregnant women ¢ irrespective of stage
of pregnancy

2. Persons over the age of 6 months with
underlying medical conditions
predisposing them to complications of
influenza including the following- chronic
lung disease, chronic heart disease,
chronic kidney disease, chronic
neurological disease, mild to severe
diabetes and persons on aspirin therapy.

3. Front-line healthcare personnel who
come into direct contact with patients.

4. HIV-infected adults with a CD4 count
above 100 cells/micro litre and all HIV-
infected children 6 months to 5 years of
age.

5. Caregivers of infants less than 6 months
of age in day-care centres.

6. Allindividuals over the age of 65years.

7. Children 6 months to 5 years of age.

8. Persons between 5 years and 24 years of
age living in hostels, boarding schools,
and similar institutional settings.

The vaccines that are available this year will
provide protection against both the seasonal and
the pandemic influenza and should be
administered early i.e. end of March and the
month of April to provide protection for the
winter.

The vaccine is contra-indicated in persons who are
allergic to eggs.

Persons who have a fever should wait for the fever
to subside before being immunised.
