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HOLISTICALLY SPEAKING…. 
I have a niggling suspicion that, in our everyday conversation, we often use catch-phrases and 

fashionable words without fully knowing their meanings.  And I have a niggling suspicion that one of 

those words is the word άƘƻƭƛǎǘƛŎέ – we speak, for example, of “holistic healing”, of “holistic ƻǳǘƭƻƻƪǎέ 

and we speak of a “holistic ŜŘǳŎŀǘƛƻƴέ. 

Do we really know or understand what we are saying? 

The word “holistic” is Greek in origin – it derives from the word “olo” meaning the whole of 

something, the totality of it, all of it.  So, holistic healing is leading that addresses the whole person – 

body, mind and spirit.  The same applies to education – a “holistic ŜŘǳŎŀǘƛƻƴέ is one that caters for 

the whole person – body, mind and spirit. 

To neglect any one of these aspects is to limit our education, to limit our growth – to be lacking in 

something. 

Do we want to give our children a holistic education?  Do we want them to be “whole” people and 

not fragmented?  Do we want them to be balanced? 

So often we see education as something that involves the mind and intellectual growth.  And we 

neglect the fact that it should also involve the body and physical growth and the spirit and spiritual 

growth. 

A holistic education makes demands, not only of teachers, but also of parents.  Our time with your 

children is limited and so often defined by syllabus and curriculum restrictions.  We need your help – 

we need you as partners in your children’s education.  If you wan them to grow up holistically, you 

have to do your bit – and that means facilitating their spiritual growth – helping them and guiding 

them to grow closer and closer to God, developing their relationship with Him, both privately and in 

Church, cultivating values, becoming decent human beings that can contribute to bettering our 

world. 

In the Gospel of Luke (2:41-52) we see how even Jesus, as a young boy, increased “in wisdom and 

physical size and strength, and also in favour with God and his fellow-man.”  Let’s help our children 

do likewise.
